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Annual Meeting on December 2, 2008

On Tuesday, December 2, 2008, the NCSITE Annual Meeting become one of the first events held at the
beautiful new Raleigh Convention Center, thanks in large part to the generous sponsorship and assistance
provided by the City of Raleigh and the persistent efforts of our own Mike Kennon. Ironically, the last
NCSITE Annual Meeting in downtown Raleigh in 2004 was also held on December 2™, and it was one of
the last events held at the old Raleigh Civic Center building prior to demolition. Not surprisingly given
the downturn in the economy and resulting restrictions on travel and conference attendance, registrations
were down compared with recent Annual Meetings. Nevertheless, some 288 attendees were treated to an
excellent technical program, delicious meals and outstanding fellowship in a first-class facility.
Registrants included 156 members, 58 non-members and 35 students. Vendors and special guests
accounted for another 39 attendees.

President Kevin Lacy opened the meeting and introduced Raleigh Mayor Charles Meeker, who welcomed
attendees to the City of Raleigh and its new Convention Center. Following Mayor Meeker, David Diaz of
the Downtown Raleigh Alliance delivered a most fitting presentation on the link between transportation
and downtown development. A highly informative, joint technical session on innovations parking
planning practices, followed the morning break. The morning concluded with a fellowship-filled
luncheon, sponsored by Siemens in honor of the Past Presidents of NCSITE. Several awards were
presented during the luncheon.

In general, the meeting followed successful and well-received format of last year’s Annual Meeting with
a few of added twists. While the afternoon featured the customary parallel breakout sessions for the TPC
and TEC, attendees also had the option of a concurrent mobile session (i.e., walking technical tour) of
Downtown Raleigh’s recent street, parking and redevelopment projects led by the City of Raleigh staff.
The first TPC technical session of the afternoon was co-sponsored by the Regional Transportation
Alliance who invited approximately 30 of their member to attend an exciting presentation on streetcar
systems and their funding methods. There was even an appearance by Captain Planner (aka Mark
Freeman) during an innovative, interactive session sponsored by the TPC late in the day to “make
NCSITE funner” to borrow a favorite expression of Meredith Van Duyn, TPC Chair and recipient of the
2008 Young Member Award.

Besides these, the Chapter hosted biweekly meetings in
- which speakers from various organizations (including
academic, local and state government officials, and
consultants firms) were invited to share their knowledge
and expertise with the students. The Chapter members
also participated in the Lunch n Learn meetings
conducted by the NC Section ITE (NCSITE) Charlotte
Organizing Committee. The Chapter members have
attended several local, state, national and International
meetings and conferences. The Chapter members are
actively involved in research activities, as evident by the
multiple papers published and presented at various
technical meetings and conferences. Members have been
actively involved in volunteering activities such as
helping the UNC Charlotte facilities management by
collecting traffic data to develop an updated UNC
Charlotte Master Plan. Chapter members were -
responsible for developing the organization webpage which continues to be a consistent, self-maintained
source of advertising. The Chapter’s most noteworthy, spotlight moment during 2008 was the success of
the NCSITE Student Led Annual meeting on March 20, 2008.
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Scholarship Program

In 2006, then NCSITE president Jim Humphrey appointed the NCSITE Workforce Recruitment and
Scholarship Committee. The members of the committee were: Kevin Lacy, Jim Humphrey, Sara Smith,
Adam Fischer, Keith Lewis and Fred Burchett. The purpose of this committee was to review the
scholarship program’s effectiveness in meeting its goals. The program was established in 1990, and its
guidelines revised in 2000. Those guidelines state the purpose of the scholarship program as follows:

The scholarship program has been established to attract students into the transportation
profession and to assist qualified students interested in transportation in pursuing their academic
careers. The primary focus of the two at this time is the recruiting of students in the study of
transportation engineering. To further that goal the scholarship program is aimed at the earliest
level of transportation study — students taking their first and second transportation courses.

As the subcommittee reviewed the program, it became apparent that we had not been doing enough in
recent years to use the scholarship program to attract students to the transportation profession. In addition,
the scholarship fund was in outstanding financial condition with a balance of approximately $90,000. The
program recently has awarded six $1,000 honorary and memorial scholarships, as follows:

= D. Brent McKinney Honorary Scholarship (NC A&T students only)

= Herman J. Hoose Memorial Scholarship (UNCC students only)

= Allen L. Williford Memorial Scholarship (NCSU students only)

= Cyrus Painter Memorial Scholarship

= Roy D. Williams Memorial Scholarship

= Don Blackburn Memorial Scholarship (graduate students only)

After meeting several times in 2007, the committee recommended to the NCSITE Board that a tiered
system of scholarships be established and the overall scholarship amounts be increased. The committee
also recommended that the timing of the application process be changed to coincide more closely with the
scholarship application process in place at the member institutions. The Board approved that
recommendation in late 2007. The tiers, their purpose, and the amount of the scholarships are as follows:

= Tierl
Purpose: Attract individuals to the profession.
Amount: Three $1,000 scholarships, in honor of Brent McKinney and in memory of, Herman
Hoose, and Al Williford. One award to each of the three affiliated universities.

= Tierll
Purpose: Encourage continued participation in the field of transportation.
Amount: Two $3,000 scholarships in memory of Cyrus Painter and Roy Williams. These
scholarships are open to any student at the three affiliated universities.

= Tier Il
Purpose: Reward academic performance and involvement in NCSITE Student Chapters.
Amount: One $2,000 scholarship in memory of Don Blackburn. Open to any student at the three
affiliated universities.

This change increased the annual commitment of the scholarship program from $6,000 to $11,000. The
committee and the Board believe this increase is possible due to the continued generosity of the NCSITE
membership.
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To help make this program a success, members of the committee coordinated with the Student Chapter
liaisons to provide information to freshman classes about careers in transportation. Adam Fischer worked
with ITE International to obtain a DVD about transportation careers that was shown in freshman
engineering classes at NC State, UNC-Charlotte, and NC A&T.

Applications were accepted for the 2008 NCSITE scholarships this past spring. From among the
outstanding applications reviewed by the committee, the following scholarship recipients were selected.

As part of this effort, he is focusing on
improving transportation project delivery, seeking innovative solutions to meet the state’s growing
transportation needs, protecting the environment, implementing the statewide long-range transportation
plan and expanding public transportation.
